There were a total of 267
Subject A’s which is about
40% of the possible total
and 238 Subject B’s. This
means that 75% of the girls
got over 70% for their
subjects.

The Department has not
given us a breakdown of
aggregates.

While all the subject results
were very good, Maths
achieved an average of

82%, Geography 85%, Drama
91%, in fact 14 subjects
achieved an average of over
75%.

My Founder's Day was very
special. Walking through the
arch with all the new girls and
singing the school song in the
rain was a great introduction
for all us “New Potts”.

Other special days seem to
come and go with inordinate
frequency: Eisteddfod day,
Inter-house singing, the MADD
Evening (Music, Art, Drama
and Dance) and the major
production, Cabaret.

-house Singing competition
and the Eisteddfod. We will be
staging Romeo and Juliet and
Bishops will be joining us. It
will take place at Herschel
from 23 — 27 March.

Prize-Giving was really
special. Archbishop Thabo
Makgoba was our Guest of
Honour and what a privilege it
was for us to have this
remarkable man as our guest
speaker.

On the issue of Chapel, | am
thrilled to inform you that Bob
Commin is our full-time school
Chaplain. We were without a
full-time Chaplain for quite a
while and it really is great
having Bob back with us. He
has a remarkable way of
connecting with the girls and
spreading the gospel.

The fourth pillar of our school
is Outreach and | have been

so impressed with the way the
girls are prepared to give of their
time and energy to help those
less fortunate. We are not a
“‘cheque book” charity and the
girls have to satisfy their very
well developed social
consciences with “sweat equity”.
Programmes such as Jump Hi
(a Maths literacy programme)
and SMILE (an English literacy
programme) are supported by
the girls and we have prep boys
and girls from disadvantaged
schools at our school virtually
every day.

Enrichment which takes place
when the Matrics write their
mocks examinations was a real
revelation to me. Each grade
has a theme that they focus on
for the entire week.

The Grade 8 girls looked at the
environment; they visited landfill
sites and had guest speakers
who informed them.

The Grade 9 theme was Cape
Town and Surrounds which was
superb and the girls Vvisited
areas they would not normally
encounter.

The Grade 10 girls had the
theme Change of Heart. They
had to go on a personal journey
that brought about this change.

Our Grade 11 girls had a week
of remarkable guest speakers
who focused on the theme
Women. From speakers, to a
graffiti board, to discussion and
debates the girls challenged
stereotypes and developed their
assertiveness. The week
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culminated in a significant
essay being written.

The week was without doubt
a life changing experience
for all the girls.

On the sportsfield we again
excelled. We won the Inter-
schools Swimming, Indoor
Hockey, U114 and U16
Netball, Cross Country and
Tennis. We reached the
finals in the Equestrian
Competition and in three age
groups of the Inter-school
Waterpolo - and were
knocked out in a penalty
shootout in the U14 and U18
age groups

We won the Inter-schools
Forum Discussion and the
Grade 8 SACEE Spelling
Competition - a good year!

The new physical layout to
the senior school is
significant — it is worth a visit.

While here pop into the
school museum (Head’s
House) - and take a
nostalgic trip. | urge you to

visit the school, it is a
remarkable place and it is a
real privilege to be involved
in the school.

RECOLLECTIONS OF HERSCHEL IN THE 1920°’S
By Constance Katherine BACK (Kitty Purser, 1927)

Kitty, who now lives in England, celebrated her 99™ birthday on 30 November 2008 so it is fitting
that she recalls some of her early memories of Herschel.

As a child she was taught by a governess at her home, Abbcote, which is now part of Avontuur
wine estate and where she lived with her parents, Nina and Lionel Back. When Ethel Baxter
visited them she persuaded them to send Kitty to Herschel instead of to St. Cyprian’s where she
had been due to begin her formal education.

She used to cycle to Herschel along Lansdowne Road where she stayed before becoming a
boarder. The girls slept in a big dormitory above the hall but when they reached the 6™ form they
slept in a proper bedroom and were also allowed to go to bed later. She was known as
Constance (or Connie) at school as there were already two other Kitty’s!

The school year consisted of three terms and during one long holiday a new wing was built on to
the school. The school hall also served as a dining room. Fish was served for lunch on
Thursdays and again on Fridays, by which time it was very often “off’ which meant the girls tried
to smooth it into the contours of their plates to make it look as though they had eaten everything!

Very Victorian values were the norm. There were lessons in deportment, when she was often
accused of “stalking’ and not “walking.” They were also taught how to behave on presentation at
Court; for example, how to walk into a room, curtsey, make polite conversation and walk out
backwards!

Kitty’s piano lessons were at 0630 which she felt, and still feels, was far too early! They had gym
at least four times a week, Kitty was very good at gym and she led the gym team in for
competitions as she was the shortest. She was encouraged to grow faster by hanging from a bar,
in the hope that it would stretch her body! They played netball and cricket, playing matches
against Wynberg and Rondebosch. On dry mornings they ran round the school before breakfast.
They also went for long walks in a crocodile formation. On one occasion it was such a long walk
that they went on strike and refused to walk any further!

Kitty has memories of some of her classmates. Joan Payne was able to balance a vase on her
bottom and walk down the stairs without it falling off! Erica Clark got into trouble for sitting on the
banisters pretending to ride the Grand National! Erica’s mother was friendly with Lady Baden
Powell whom Kitty met frequently.

On leaving school Kitty says she lived an idle life for a while, managing the Girl Guides at the
Strand and playing tennis. When she was 19 she had a little blue car, named Bluebird (Kitty has
always named her cars, and even now has one called Amethyst, though she hasn’t driven it for
some years). She was not very good at reversing so her father made her reverse from their
home, Abbcote, all the way to Stellenbosch, while he followed in another car!

Every evening at home they were expected to dress for dinner. Holidays were spent on a farm in
the Free State, where they walked barefoot into the veld to fetch their horses, which they rode
bareback, even managing to stand barefoot on the backs of their horses!

1948 REUNION

The 1948 Matric class held our
60™ reunion over the Founder’s

The evening before Founder’s
Day we all met at Adele
Jooste's (Bennetts) home prior

to having dinner at Kelvin
Grove. Thanks to Adele’s
sterling effort at contacting

former class mates there were
12 of us, including Pam Mueller
from USA and Jean Stoddart
from UK. There was a lot of
catching-up on news and
reminiscing of happy school
days and messages were read
from those unable to attend,
including our Head Girl, Mary
Gibbs, Gene Adams and Nicky
van der Bijl, all of whom live in
the UK.

We all attended the Founder’'s
Day service at St Saviour's
which was a moving occasion.

Back at school we were treated
as special guests and sat at the
“‘granny” table! It really did
seem like yesterday with our
vivid memories of school days
flooding back. There were other
reunions being celebrated and it
was interesting to hear from the
speakers that the bond that has
held us together is much the
same for us all.

My brief talk was about how the

school had changed and
progressed in the past 60
years.

Those present included Barbara
Bolus, Ingrid Brinkman, Adele
Jooste, Gill Paver, Elizabeth
Walton, Pat Lindsay, Jean
Stoddart, Jinty Kirk, Pauline
Machanick and Priscilla
Waterson.

We were delighted to meet the
new headmaster, Bruce Probyn,
and wish him and the school
good wishes for future years.

Extracts from Priscilla’s
reminiscences:

What a change the school has
seen since our time. | came as a
boarder in 1940, when the fees
were 96 guineas per year for
daygirls and 200 guineas for
boarders.

There were approximately 50
boarders and 100 daygirls. Being
wartime many of the girls were
evacuees from the UK, Europe
and the East. All the boarders
slept together on the big balcony
with its concrete floor, reed mats,
sliding windows or canvas blinds
that let the rain in; these
conditions kept us all very
healthy. We were not allowed to
talk after lights-out and often our
formidable head mistress, Miss
Robinson, had only to stand at
the end of the balcony for us to
quake in our beds.

Rules were strictly enforced and
punishment consisted of conduct
or order marks, or worse still,
being gated for a “Sunday Out”,
there being only three of these
per term!

Before breakfast every day we
had to run round the school
building for exercise and fresh
air. Being wartime, with petrol
rationing, most daygirls arrived at
school by bicycle, bus or on foot.
They all had to wear their hats,
panamas in summer and navy
velour in winter. The entire

school,

including
enjoyed a full lunch every day.

dayagirls,

The highlight being the
pudding on Friday, which was
jelly in the house colours!

After lunch there were two
afternoon classes followed by
games. The younger boarders
had to rest for half an hour
after lunch, having been
rationed with three sweets from
the matron.

In summer we played tennis
and rounders, and in winter,
hockey and netball. We were
one of only two schools to play
lacrosse. Favourite pastimes
for the boarders were roller
skating and ballroom dancing
in this same hall where we are
now sitting!

Sundays were very boring as
we had to go to church twice,
morning and evening, and the
juniors had to learn and be
able to recite the collect for that
Sunday. Visitors were allowed
but the only boys permitted
were ‘brothers!’ Daring
escapades included midnight
feasts held in the soundproof
music rooms with  food
smuggled in by daygirls.

These days our class mates
who still live in Cape Town
keep in touch with monthly
lunches, and it is this bond
from our school days that
brings us back to share our
memories of happy times.
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1958 REUNION

The ten years since our last
reunion in England seem to
have passed in a flash, with

us, once again,
enthusiastically ready for our
50" reunion in glorious

Cape Town. Seventeen of
us were present, a
remarkable number from our
original class of 23.

On Thursday 14 February
we gathered on the porch
outside  Miss MclLean’s
familiar office, still somewhat
daunting, even after all
these vyears. After happy
greetings we were taken on
a tour of the school by two
well-informed prefects. The
many new buildings were
truly amazing to see. We
were very impressed with
the magnificent swimming
pool, gym, theatre, library
and the Ilovely chapel.
Following the tour we
enjoyed cocktails in the
Atrium, where we met up
with  friends from other
classes who were also
celebrating their reunions.

The new headmaster, Bruce
Probyn, was warmly
welcomed and he gave a
brief introductory talk about
his duties and his aims for
the future.

Founders Day was a
wonderful day. It started with
the service in St Saviour’s,
with present and past pupils
assembled in our school
church. The service was
evocative and moving, with

special readings, one of which
was beautifully read by Liz
Roberts (Whelan), and
familiar hymns. The Herschel
Chorale gave beautiful
renditions of John Rutter’s For
the Beauty of the Earth and
Bob Chilcott’s arrangement of
the traditional Irish Blessing.

The Reverend Bob Commin,
who presided at the service,
delivered a delightful and
thoughtful extempore sermon,
dramatically and amusingly
gaining and holding the
attention of the congregation.
